Alcantara Vineyards 
Barbara and Bob Predmore started the 
vineyard to  develop a winery producing 
wines comparable to the best of California 
and Europe. Perched on 87 acres of sloping 
terrain along the Verde River, this is one of 
the largest vineyards in northern Arizona.  
They produce 12 different varietals including 
Pinot Grigio, Sangiovese, Nebbiolo, Merlot, 

Syrah, Cabernet Sauvignon, and Zinfandel.  

Arizona Stronghold 

Musician and vintner Maynard James Keenan 
produces high quality wine through his labels 
Caduceus, Merkin and AZ Stronghold.  
Featured in the film, Blood Into Wine, 
Maynardõs passion for great wine is matched 
with co-owner Eric Glomski ð who also owns 
and operates Page Springs. The company 
vineyard is located the base of the 
Chiricahua Mountains, but the grapes are 
transferred to the production facility in the 

Verde Valley.

Owner and winemaker Eric Glomski focuses 
on varietals from the Southern Rhone, 
including Syrah, Petite Sirah, Grenache and 
Mourvedre.  His white wines include 
Viognier, Rousanne and Marsanne.  Eric is 
anxious to share his passion and interest in 
wine with everyone!

Sam Pillsbury, noted filmmaker, started his 
dram project with 100 acres near Wilcox. He 
produces premium quality hand-made 
boutique wines. The first three wines have
